 We will not use the Equipment Option and understand that the equipment rental rates and availability will be as follows.

· Units not participating in the Equipment Option plan will be charged a rental fee of $4.00 per cot, $20.00 per tent, and $6.00 per dining fly requested.

· Units participating in the Equipment Option will have first priority in the use of the equipment listed above.

· All other equipment (cook kits, patrol boxes, axes, saws, etc) will be available to all troops without an additional charge on a first come first serve basis.

· Troops that plan to bring their own tents to camp must follow the guidelines below.

· All tents must meet or exceed fire-retardant specifications by the canvas manufacturer (CPAI-84) and “no flames in tent” is marked on each of them.  

· Each camper must be provided with a minimum of 30 square feet of sheltered space for sleeping and storage of gear.

Tall Pine Council Camp Refund Policy
